1- CAN MAN SAVE HIMSELF FROM SIN?

1. Man is unable to atone for the sins of the past.

Romans 3:20-" By the deeds of the law, there shall no flesh be justified in His sight: for by
thelaw isthe of sin" (also Jeremiah 13:23; Romans 7:18-19).

2 - WHAT IS GOD'S PART IN SAVING MAN FROM SIN?

1. God provides the pardon for sins that are past.

John 3:16: " For God so loved theworld, that He His only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life."

2. God gives man the victory over sin in his life. He gives repentance for
our sins (Acts 5:31). He sends His Spirit to dwell in our hearts (1 John
3:24). He provides the Bible to comfort, strengthen, and keep us (Romans
15:4; Psalm 119:105; Ephesians 6:17). He opens heaven to our prayers
(Hebrews 4:16).

Romans 8:32: "Hethat not His own Son, but delivered Him up for
usall, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?"

3 - WHAT IS MAN'S PART IN SALVATION?

TO OBTAIN PARDON FOR SIN, THE FOLLOWING SIMPLE STEPS MUST BE
TAKEN:
1. Look to God.

Isaiah 45:22: "L ook unto Me, and beye , all theendsof theearth: for | am
God, and thereisnoneelse" (John 5:40; Matthew 11:28-30).
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2. Believe on Jesus Christ.

Acts 16:31: " on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy
house."

3. Repent of every sin.

Luke 13:3: " Except yerepent, ye shall all likewise

Acts 3:19: " Repent yetherefore and be converted, that your sins may be out,
when thetimes of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord,”

4. Confess every sin known to you.

1John 1:9: " If we confessour sins, Heis and just toforgiveusour sins, and
to cleanse us from all unrighteousness, "

5. Make things right with your brother.

Ezekiel 33:15-16: " If the wicked the pledge, give again that he
had robbed, walk in the statutes of life, without committing iniquity; he shall surely live, he
shall not die, None of hissinsthat he hath committed shall be mentioned unto him: he hath
donethat which islawful and ; he shall surely live,"

TO OBTAIN VICTORY OVER THE POWER OF SIN, MAN HAS AN
IMPORTANT PART HE MUST PLAY.

1. Be willing to forsake every sin.

Proverbs 28:13: " He that covereth his shall not prosper: but whoso
confesseth and for saketh them shall have mercy, "

2. Let the Holy Spirit lead you.
Romans 8:14: " Asmany as are led by the Spirit of God, they arethe of God."

3. Be willing to obey God's law.

Proverbs 28:9: "Hethat turneth away hisear from hearing thelaw, even his
shall beabomination." " Let not sin (law breaking, 1 John 3:4) thereforereign in
your mortal body that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof' (Romans 6:12).

4. Be willing to witness for God.

Acts 1:8: " Ye shall power, after that the Holy Ghost is come
upon you: and ye shall be witnessesunto Me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”

5. Keep your eyes fixed on Jesus.

Hebrews 12:1-2: " Wher efor e seeing we also ar e compassed about with so great a
